1. Identify the SUBJECT, VERB, and OBJECTS.
2. Conjugate the VERB to the SUBJECT.

3. Identify and replace the DIRECT and INDIRECT OBJECT PRONOUN(S).
4. Re-write the sentence using your placement rules:

1. Place the pronoun(s) before the conjugated verb.

(ex.  Me lo escribe.)

2. Attach the pronoun(s) to the infinitive verb.

(ex. Tienes que escribirmelo)

3. Attach the pronoun(s) to the present progressive)

(ex.  Estás escribiéndomelo)

4. Attach the pronoun(s) to an affirmative command)

(ex. ¡Escríbemelo!)

5. Place the pronoun(s) BEFORE the negative command)

(ex. ¡No me lo escribas!)
*********The indirect object ALWAYS GOES BEFORE the direct object**********
